Patterns 

are not open to public until 6 months after they are published to the membership, they are from several 

different designers who sell them independently.  The fun is following along on the Facebook site Bag 

of the Month.  Everyone comments and posts pictures of their struggles and end result.  Have a look at 

it yourself to get some idea of what these ladies can produce.   

 
 

Babaôs Best Brownies 
1 1/3 cups of flour 
½ teaspoon salt 
2 cups sugar 
4 squares unsweetened chocolate, melted  
2/3 cup chopped nuts 
1/2 cup vegetable oil 
4 eggs 
1 teaspoon vanilla  
2 Tablespoons of cherry brandy or Chocolate Liqueur 
Heat oven to 350ºF.  

Sift flour and salt. Combine sugar and oil. Add eggs; beat until light. 

Stir in vanilla, brandy, melted chocolate and nuts; gradually add dry 
ingredients. Do not over mix. Add in a hand full of chucks of sweet 
chocolate Turn into greased pan (9 x 13-inches).  

Bake 30 to 35 minutes. Cut into squares while warm. Makes 24 brownies.
