The month of March usually brings the promise of spring 

along with the traditions of St. Patrickôs Day on March 17.    In 

addition to bringing to us to their customs of Irish Stew, soda 

bread and song the Irish have also introduced us to a number 

of crafted items in the late 1800ôs with the migration of many 

to North America.  They brought us such fine things as 

Waterford crystal, Belleek china, Guinness beer, Irish 

whiskey and many needlecrafts, including patchwork, or 

quilting as we call it today.  Some of the original patterns are 

still very popular, with many variations, including the Irish 

Chain, Log Cabin and Celtic knots.   When we think of the 

Irish patterns, we seem to automatically turn to green and 

white, but the Irish were also known for many colour schemes 

and their frugality, using whatever fabric they had to make 

their óblanketsô.  Their quilting was not for art and show; they 

were made for warmth in the winter as blankets, door covers, 

and window covers to keep out the cold drafts.

History of the Apron 
We are seeing a rebirth of the ñApronò in many styles and colors these days, especially in the quilting 
world, but I don't think our kids knew what an apron was a few years back!  
 
The principle use of Grandma's apron was to protect the dress underneath because she only had a 
few. It was also because it was easier to wash aprons than dresses and aprons used less material. But 
along with that, it served as a potholder for removing hot pans from the oven. It was wonderful for 
drying children's tears, and on occasion was even used for cleaning out dirty ears.  
 
From the chicken coop, the apron was used for carrying eggs, fussy chicks, and sometimes half-
hatched eggs to be finished in the warming oven.  
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When company came, those aprons were ideal hiding places for shy kids.. And when the weather was 
cold, Grandma wrapped it around her arms. Those big old aprons wiped many a perspiring brow, bent 
over the hot wood stove. Chips and kindling wood were brought into the kitchen in that apron.  
 
From the garden, it carried all sorts of vegetables. After the peas had been shelled, it carried out the 
hulls. In the fall, the apron was used to bring in apples that had fallen from the trees.  
 
When unexpected company drove up the road, it was surprising how much furniture that old apron 
could dust in a matter of seconds.  
 
When dinner was ready, Grandma walked out onto the porch, waved her apron, and the men folk knew 
it was time to come in from the fields to dinner.  
 
It will be a long time before someone invents something that will replace that 'old-time apron' that 
served so many purposes.  
 
REMEMBER: Grandma used to set her hot baked apple pies on the window sill to cool. Her 
granddaughters set theirs on the window sill to thaw. They would go crazy now trying to figure out how 
many germs were on that apron, but I don't think I ever caught anything from an apron - but love...

Pineapple Pretzel Salad 

This salad was originally made by a Winter Texan quilter ï Shirley Elhardt 

Pretzel mixture 

o 1 1/2 cups crushed pretzels 

o 1 stick butter (1/2 cup) melted 

o 1/2 cup sugar 

Mix together and spread on cookie sheet.  Bake at 350 degrees for 5 or 6 minutes.  Watch carefully. 

cool. 

Mix the following together 

o 8 oz. cream cheese softened 

o 8 oz. cool whip 

o 20 oz. crushed pineapple drained 

o 1/2 cup sugar   You could reduce this if you wanted to 1/4 cup 

When ready to serve add the pretzel mixture to the cream cheese mixture. 

Cranberry Salsa 
4 cups cranberries 
1 mandarin orange (one can drained and diced or 1 fresh seedless orange) 
1 sweet apple diced 
1 cup raisins (light) 
½ cup honey 
½ cup sugar (could use less) 
1 Tablespoons Thai Kitchen Sweet Red Chili Sauce (or less)  
1 Tablespoon finely chopped Red Pepper  
3 chopped green onions  

 
Remove to glass bowl. Coarsely chop cranberries with 3 short pulses ï add berries to orange and 
Sweet Chili Sauce. 
Mix in sugar, honey, raisins and hot peppers ï cover and let stand overnight in fridge. 
Can be divided and frozen. 
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Cranberry Cheese Bread  
2 c. flour 
1 tbsp baking powder 
1 c. sugar 
¼ c brown sugar 
1 tsp salt 
1 ½ c. grated old cheddar 
½  c. coarsely chopped nuts (optional) 
2 c. cranberries (if using frozen ï chop when frozen and add additional 1/4c and increase 
cheese by ½ c) 
1 c. milk 
1 egg, lightly beaten grated rind of 1 orange ¼  c. melted butter 

Combine flour, baking powder, sugar, salt and cheese. 
Halve cranberries and stir, with nuts if using, into the flour mixture. 
Combine milk, egg, orange rind and melted butter, and add to flour/cranberry mixture. Stir only until 
combined. 
Turn batter into a greased (or bottom lined with parchment) 9ò x 5ò loaf pan.  

Bake at 350° F for 1 hour.
